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How is VEGF different than standard epidurals?


VEGF or A-PRP (Activated PRP) is administered just like a standard epidural. The difference is what is being injected.  A-PRP is the plasma portion of the blood with thrombin and calcium added to cause certain proteins to form.


How is the VEGF epidural performed?


VEGF rich platelet supernatant treatment is an injection.  You are given a local anesthetic. The actual treatment only takes a few minutes.


What can be treated with VEGF?


Areas that are nutrient poor, such as a herniated or bulging disc, respond best to VEGF treatments.


What happens after the procedure?


Refrain from any strenuous activities for 48 hours. After that, you can return to normal activity. Just listen to your body.


Does insurance cover VEGF?


Usually, an insurance company will cover the injection fee associated with a VEGF epidural.  However, the lab fees are not covered.








We believe that  many degenerated discs can't heal due to poor blood supply.  In our clinical experience, the use of VEGF activated PRP can increase that blood supply and help allow the disc to heal itself.  VEGF is a naturally occurring growth factor that can increase the blood supply of the area where it's placed to assist in healing.

How long does it last?
